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The spatial structure of tourism is the result of studies of the tourism sector, relevant for territorial
management, for higher tourism and geographical education. This, according to S.A. Tarkhov, is an
undeveloped area of domestic tourism geography as a science that is busy with applied issues and
makes little use of spatial and economic-geographical approaches. Nevertheless, issues related to the
territorial tourism systems, their structures and elements are developed and applied in practice by
specialists from different cities of Russia and other countries. The identification of the spatial
structure of tourism is a complex scientific task related to the determination of the morphology,
functions and processes of the tourist space. This is a cartographic and structural model at the same
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time. The spatial structure of tourism appears in the form of its elements with the allocation of their
types, hierarchy, species specialization. The palette of tourism types reflects the range of tourism
services and provides a good opportunity to divide the tourism industry into sectors. Other
components of the tourism sector should be included in the spatial structure: resources, flows, routes,
level of service.
